 In support of strengthening student academic achievement, Ringgold Middle School receives Title I, Part A funds and therefore 

must jointly develop with, agree on with, and distribute to parents and family members of participating children a written parent and family 

engagement policy that contains information required by section 1116(b) and (c) of the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA).

Ringgold Middle School will host events to 
build capacity for strong family engagement 
to support a partnership among the school, 
families, and the community to improve 
student academic achievement.  All meet-
ings will be held at flexible times in order to 
offer all families the opportunity to be in-
volved.  Flexible times include meetings 
occurring in the morning, during the school 
day, and during the evening.  Catoosa 
Transit offers low cost transportation 
(706-937-8627).  
The families of students served by the 
Title I program at Ringgold Middle School 
are invited to an Annual Title I Meeting 
where families are given an explanation of 
the Title I program and their right to be 
involved in their childôs education.  An-
nouncement of the Annual Meeting is done 
on the school marquee, fall newsletter and 
text messages.   

 

Parents/families are asked to develop jointly 
a parent & family engagement policy, grade
-specific compacts, and Title I school-wide 
plan.  School principals are directly in-
volved in developing and revising all poli-
cies and procedures related to federal pro-
grams in compliance with federal guide-
lines. Input is solicited throughout the year 
at every meeting and on the school website.  
Revision of these documents will be done 
by the Title I Parent Advisory Council at 
the end of the school year in order that these 
documents can be distributed at the begin-
ning of the next school year.  One exception 
is the compact that is crafted at the begin-
ning of the school year.  The parent & fami-
ly engagement policy, grade-specific com-
pacts, and Title I school-wide plan are 
available on the school website and Family 
Resource Room ððand always distributed 
at every parent/family meeting.  Communi-
ty distribution is through the Catoosa Coun-
ty Collaborative.  Documents can be mailed 
when necessary.   

 

The grade-specific compacts stress the im-
portance of communication between teach-
ers and families. Parents/guardians, stu-
dents, and teachers sign compacts indicat-
ing the role each has in the education pro-
cess.  

 

Typically, families give input into their role 
beginning at open house.  Teachers are 
informed about their part in the document 
and subsequently pen how they will keep 
families informed.  Teachers work with 
students to guide them in writing their 
promises to achieve their best.   

 

Grade-specific compacts are crafted, and 
families review, adjust and approve them.  
Official compacts are approved at the fall 
meeting of the RMS Parent Advisory Coun-
cil.  Compacts are then distributed for sig-
natures and returned by October 31.  Com-
pacts should be used at home and at school 
in parent-teacher conferences.  Compacts 
include items such as:  

a. Monitoring attendance  

b. Attending family meetings  

c. Supporting school activities  

d. Helping with homework  

Parent/family meetings are offered 
throughout the school year on a variety of 
topics and at various times of the day to 
maximize family participation.  Notification 
will be done through a variety of media 
including newsletters, text alerts, telephone 
calls, letters, home visits, marquee, etc.  
RMS also offers a transition Night for up-
coming sixth graders.  Attempts will be 
made to eliminate barriers to family en-
gagement such as transportation and trans-
lation/interpretation needs. Meeting minutes 
will be posted on school website for those 
unable to attend. 
 
Training activities are intended to enable 
families to work with their children to im-
prove achievement.

Ý The Parent & Family Engagement Co-
ordinator provides assistance and 
information to teachers, pupil services 
personnel, principals and other staff 
members by educating staff in the value 
and importance of family contributions. 
The coordinator provides assistance in 
how to reach out to communicate with, 
and work with families as equal part-
ners in addition to maintaining the 
Family Resource Room. The Parent & 
Family Engagement Coordinator pre-
sents at a faculty meeting and is availa-
ble for consultation. The RMS Coordi-
nator communicates with staff after 
every parent/family meeting informing 
them of concerns and triumphs.  Sys-
tem PICs present to teachers regarding 
the value and utility of engaging with 
families in the education of their chil-
dren. 

Ý The Coordinator coordinates a volun-
teer program and seeks to involve fami-
lies of all demographics as volunteers. 

Ý Ringgold Middle School works with 
community-based organizations and 
businesses. Information about opportu-
nities for organizations and businesses 
to work with families and schools and 

encouraging the formation of partnerships 
are targeted. Business representatives are 
encouraged to become involved in the 
school, such as visiting classrooms and 
attending parent/family meetings as guest 
speakers and resource people. Providing 
motivation and encouragement to students 
as well as providing career and business 
information are the focus. The school co-
ordinates and integrates family engage-
ment programs with agencies and other 
programs such as Communities in 
Schools, (CIS) ESOL, and Homeless 
(McKinney- Vento) etc.  The RMS coor-
dinator consults with the CIS coordinator 
regularly. 

Ý RMS seeks to ensure that all information 
related to school and family programs, 
meetings, and other activities is written at 
a sixth grade level and  languages families 
can understand.  When needed, every at-
tempt will be made to translate, interpret 
and maintain readability.  The monthly 
newsletter, policies, and  compacts are 
regularly translated. The Home & School 
Connection is provide to Spanish speak-
ing families.
